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Each year, the Holy Father asks for our prayers for a specific intention each month. Y ou are invited to answer the Holy
Father's request and to join with many people worldwide in praying for thisintention each month. From time to time, the
Holy Father may add a second prayer intention related to current events or urgent needs, like disaster relief. The second
prayer request will help mobilize prayer and action related to the urgent situation.

The Holy Father has entrusted these intentions in a particular way to the Pope's Worldwide Prayer Network, an organization
that works to encourage Christians to respond to the Pope's appeal and to deepen their daily prayer. Y ou can find more
information about the Pope's Worldwide Prayer Network on their website. (The Pope's Worldwide Prayer Network will aso
publish any urgent prayer intentions of the Holy Father as soon as they are received from the Holy See.)
