The Laying On of Hands and the Prayer of Ordination

80. The Bishops-elect rise, go to the principal ordaining Bishop, who is 
standing at his chair wearing the miter, and kneel before him.

81. The principal ordaining Bishop lays his hands upon the head of each of 
the Bishops-elect, without saying anything. Then all the Bishops, going to the 
Bishops-elect one after another, lay hands on them, without saying anything.

After the laying on of hands, however, the Bishops remain alongside 
the principal ordaining Bishop until the end of the Prayer of Ordination, 
but in such a way that the action may be seen clearly by the faithful.
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
