The Ordination of Priests

The Prayer of Supplication

282. Then the elect for the Order of Priests come forward. All rise. With his 
miter put aside, the Bishop standing, with hands joined, faces the people 
and sings or says:
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Let us pray, dearly beloved, to God the almighty 
Father, 

that he pour forth heavenly gifts in abundance on 
these his servants,

whom he has chosen for the office of the Priesthood.

And all pray in silence for a while. 

The Laying On of Hands and 
the Prayer of Ordination to the Priesthood

283. One by one the elect go to the Bishop, who is standing at his chair 
wearing the miter, and each one kneels before him.

284. The Bishop lays his hands upon the head of each of the elect, without 
saying anything.

After the Bishop has laid on hands, all the Priests present, wearing 
stoles, lay hands on each of the elect, without saying anything.

After the laying on of hands, however, the Priests remain alongside 
the Bishop until the end of the Prayer of Ordination, but in such a way that 
the action may be seen clearly by the faithful.
